The Regular Meeting of the Village of Homer Board of Trustees was held at Town Hall, 31 North Main St., Homer, New York with Mayor McCabe presiding.

Mayor McCabe called the meeting to order at 5:02 P.M.
On Motion by Trustee Clune, seconded by Trustee Slack, to pay the following bills for November 2019 – all ayes.

NEW BUSINESS:
Syracuse Haulers spoke on recycling business and thanked the Village for the heads up on the changes in recycling in Cortland County.  Both recycling and garbage will need to be out at the same time - 7 AM, both bins need to be out.  An automated truck will be used.  Glass needs to be out of recycling, and it will be placed in garbage by residents.  Bins will need to be placed on either side of driveway.  Mayor McCabe asked for front and back of flyer to be sent to mail with water bills.  Rocco, from Syracuse Haulers, said he’d have these to the Village in color by 12/28/19.  After a month or a month and a half, Rocco asked if their supervisors could come speak to the Board, which was agreed to.
Mayor McCabe presented Brandon Maxon’s application for fire fighter. Motion to approve Brandon Maxson application for volunteer firemen contingent on satisfactory physical examination made by Trustee Clune; Seconded by Trustee Slack- all ayes.
Mayor McCabe presented the Town of Cortlandville proposed contract for Recreation services.  Motion to approve the Town of Cortlandville recreation contract for 2020 calendar year for $20,000 with the stipulation that by August 2020 a new formula is developed made by Trustee Clune, Seconded by Trustee Slack- 4 ayes and one nay by Trustee Finkbeiner.
Village Clerk Egnor spoke on the need for purchasing the Codes Software costing $5,250.  This would allow for the Codes personnel to maintain and update data easily. Motion to approve the purchase of codes software for $5,250 by Trustee Clune, Seconded by Trustee Daley- all ayes.
Village Treasurer DiGennaro spoke on the Recreation Department desire to hold a soccer clinic in February/March.  For the clinic, the department would like to restrict revenue to the soccer program expenditures.  Motion to approve restricting the proceeds from the soccer clinic to be used in the soccer program was made by Trustee Daley, Seconded by Trustee Clune- all ayes.
Village Treasurer DiGennaro presented the proposed budget adjustments. Motion to approve the proposed budget adjustments was made by Trustee Finkbeiner, Seconded by Trustee Clune- all ayes.
Village Treasurer DiGennaro presented the proposed agreement to continue workers compensation with Comp Alliance. Motion to approve continuing the workers compensation program with Comp Alliance for a cost of $87,305 was made by Trustee Clune, Seconded by Trustee Slack- all ayes.

On Motion by Trustee Clune and seconded by Trustee Daley, the Board reconvened at 8:20– all ayes.  

On Motion by Trustee Daley, Seconded by Trustee Finkbeiner to authorize Mayor McCabe to sign the petition completed by Goldberg Segalla after inclusion of additional tail claim regarding Cora Petrucco is included by Trustee Daley, Seconded by Trustee Finkbeiner- all ayes.  
On Motion by Trustee Finkbeiner, Seconded by Trustee Clune to close the meeting at 8:21 PM.
