Acting Chair Pollak recognized Attorney Nathan Vander Wal, representing the applicant who was seeking Site Plan Approval to install and operate a micro-cell wireless telecommunications facility on an existing light pole in the Village ROW near 48 Center Street, as thoroughly described in the materials attached to the application.  Attorney Vander Wall introduced the gentlemen who accompanied him to this meeting.  He then quickly reviewed the materials provided, a copy of which has been placed on file for the record. 
Installation /operation of the proposed facility will render adequate and reliable wireless telecommunications service to emergency services, businesses, and individuals located within the Homer High School micro cell.  Verizon Wireless is a public utility and licensee of the Federal Communications Commission.
Member Don Ferris asked about life expectancy of this facility, and Attorney Vander Wall replied that it was not known what the future will bring; agreement between the parties is usually 25 years.  Acting Chair Pollak asked what if the facility becomes obsolete?  The attorney responded that the equipment is usually removed as the company likes their equipment back.  CEO Craig Umbehauer added that there’s usually an agreement with National Grid for removal since they (National Grid) do not want any liability.
At the close of the Board’s discussion, and as requested by Acting Chair Pollak, the Board Secretary read aloud those questions contained in Part II of the Short Environmental Assessment Form. Negative responses were obtained to all questions in Part II. 
A motion was then made by Member Ferris that, based on the information provided and analysis of the SEQR concerning this application to install a micro-wireless telecommunications  facility  on the  subject  light pole,  the Village of Homer Planning Board 
has determined that the proposed action will not produce any significant adverse environmental impact, resulting in a Negative Declaration.  The motion was seconded by Member Ashley Neiderman, with the vote recorded as follows:
