The Regular Meeting of the Village of Homer Planning Board was called to order at 7 p.m. by Chairman Mahlon Irish, Jr.

Chairman Mahlon Irish, Jr., and CEO Craig Umbehauer affirmed to those present that the applicant had withdrawn his application indefinitely.
Jeannine Gettis, Applicant/Robert & Mary Gettis, Reputed Owners – 23 Clinton Street – TM #66.66-03-08.000 – Home Occupation (Massage Therapist)
Chairman Irish recognized the applicant who explained to those present that she was seeking Site Plan Approval to utilize 315± SF of this 3200± SF home for a home occupation (massage therapy) secondary and incidental to her family residence.  This three-unit residence is in the R2 District.  Ms. Gettis, a Licensed Massage Therapist, went on to explain that she would like to use the front two rooms (10% of the unit’s floor space) to practice her business.  She has been a massage therapist for seven years and currently practices in Cortland.

In discussing the subject property, she advised those present that there were currently eight parking spots, enough for the tenants in the other two units and for her business; there is also a two-car garage.   Member Don Ferris asked if there was a handicapped restroom, and Ms. Gettis responded that the existing facility will be made handicapped accessible.  She also stated that she will comply to the Village’s sign requirements.
When asked what her business hours will be, Ms. Gettis responded that they will be from 9 a.m. until 7:30 p.m., four days per week, but may add a day in the future.  She also agreed to designate parking space(s) for clients.

The Board asked that she provide a Site Plan showing the location of the parking spaces on the subject lot.

Chairman Irish acknowledged receipt of a memorandum dated 6/6/17 from Dan Dineen, Director of the Cortland County Planning Department, in which he advised that the request was technically adequate and had no State- or County-wide impact; therefore, it was being returned for final determination.  A copy of this memo has been placed on file for the record.
As requested by Chairman Irish, the Board Secretary read aloud Part II of the Short Environmental Assessment Form.  Negative responses were obtained to all questions in Part II.  

A motion was made by Member Ashley Neiderman that, based on the information provided and analysis of the SEQR concerning this application for a Home Occupation (Massage Therapist), the Village of Homer Planning Board has determined that the proposed action will not produce any significant adverse environmental impact, resulting in a Negative Declaration.
