FIRE DEPARTMENT – Report was received as submitted. Mayor McCabe read the report. The Chief reminded residents about the placement of space heaters and plugged into the wall no extensions cords. POLICE – Report was received as submitted.  Mayor McCabe read the report. Trustee Clune thanked the Chief and the Officers that helped hand out Covid test kits. WATER/SEWER – Report was received as submitted.  Mayor McCabe read the report.  The big meters are in. Fixed a main break this week. Buzz is reminding residents to keep the meters from freezing by keeping them warm. A broken meter will cost residents $140.00 to replace.  Motion to accept the report as submitted by Trustee Finkbeiner, Seconded by Trustee Clune - all ayes.

On Motion by Trustee Finkbeiner to approve the budget adjustments, Second by Trustee Clune– All ayes.
On Motion by Trustee Finkbeiner approve to pay the sewer bond. Second by Trustee Clune– All ayes.
On Motion by Trustee Finkbeiner approve the number of bins per single/duplex (1 set) and apartment complexes (2 sets). Rental cost for 2022 is $150.00 for a trash bin and recycle bin is $70.00. The max number of bins will be 3 sets, excluding pilots. Rentals will only be through the Village.  Starting April 1, 2022, Second by Trustee Slack– All ayes.
On Motion by Trustee Clune, approve the fines collected will go directly back to garbage abatement and recycling, Second by Trustee Finkbeiner– All ayes.
Trustee Clune, is asking for a waiver of snow blowing at 6 am. from a resident who needs to go to work, all Trustees agreed. The Living History Center billboard needs updating. Park Outdoors, owners of the billboard, will need to discuss with the Village board what is needed to gain access to the Villages side of the billboard.
