New Business:
Martin Sweeney Village Historian annual report. He has had a busy year working with the Village and Town questions. He has had several e-mail requests asking a wide range of questions about the Village of Homer. The Board wants Martin to keep the Lincoln Sculpture as a viable project. On Motion by Trustee Clune to approve Walkable Homer Budget Amendment, Seconded by Trustee Finkbeiner- all ayes.

On Motion by Trustee Clune to approve contract with Niagara Mohawk for light pole attachments for the security cameras. The cost will be $70.20 per attachment per year, total cost is $561.60, Seconded by Trustee Finkbeiner - all ayes.
