Chairman Donald Ferris called the meeting to order at 6:34 pm.
VAF 10 LLC/Evan Souzas, Applicant/Reputed Owner –21 James St.- TM #66.74-02-25.000–ID: Zoned CB District. Site Plan Review-Renovate and changing a single house to a three-unit apartment. Evan, the applicant, submitted maps and plans for review by the Board. Member Schifilliti asked if more information is needed to approve the site plan. Chair Ferris commented that the Board is only approving the site plan and Codes would approve the construction plans. Chair Ferris presented County Planning finds that the five parking spaces are not sufficient, there should be six. Mr. Souzas explained there is room to expand the present parking area to get the sixth parking spot and keep it under the 40% impervious ground.  The Village Board is requesting a new plan for the expansion of the parking area that complies with code requirements. Chair Ferris suggested on the environmental form part one, question eight be changed to “yes” to public transportation available. Question 16 will need to be investigated to give an answer.
With everyone heard who wished to be heard, Chair Ferris moved to the Board Discussion
Member Pollak made a motion for the Planning Board to postpone action till December 13th meeting. The motion was seconded by Member Niederman, with the vote recorded as follows:
