Mr. Toolan read the 2019 Annual Report for review by members in absent of minutes from 2019.

Superintendent’s Report: 

Mr. Toolan presented his annual report 

The Cemetery opened 3/30/2020. Mike Ellis, Ken Ford, Joseph Stage, and James Toolan returned. Equipment was checked and repaired, if needed.  Truck 22 needed some repairs at the approximate cost of $3,000.00.  Gas 657 gallons, diesel 318 gallons.  Regular maintenance on schedule. Fixed water pipes that froze over the winter. Two new trimmers at the cost of $682.00 to replace aging trimmers

The roof structure of Earl Abbey still needs repair. No one is interested in the job due to apprehension to work so closely to the intricate marble work in the Abbey. Jim suggested to l build an overlay to save the building’s integrity, maybe in retirement. Family will be notified that improvements will be made using the money in fund. Jim will draft a plan to submit for Village and Earl Family approval.

Mr. Toolan announced his retirement for July 2021 and will apply for the Cemetery Commissioner to sell lots and help new Sexton in paperwork.
Commissioner McLaughlin and Mayor McCabe gave high praises to Jim and crew for the maintenance at the cemetery.
