Chairman Donald Ferris called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
Family Health Network, Applicant/Reputed Owner – 85 South West St.- TM #76.32-01-06.000–ID: Zoned B-3, R-1 District. Site Plan Review. Rod Ives and Rich Wagner are representation the Family Health Network at this meeting. Rod presented the plans and the changes for the site plan. Cortland County Planning requested a turnaround for emergency vehicles and public transportation. There will be retaining walls due to the elevation difference with seasonal steps used primarily for staff only. The DOT and Family Health Network are working together to get signage marking entrance to the building from Route 281. There will be a traffic study and will report to the state. Rich Wagner presented the floor plans for the building.  Cortland County has asked that the entrance canopy be big enough to allow public transportation access to drop off patience.  The office areas are split in two, obstetrics on one side and pediatric on the other side. Lighting will be focused on luminating the parking lot and sidewalks. The electrical engineer has the full layout and Cortland County has seen this. The signs will be similar to the ones on the administration building.
The lighting specs have been seen by Cortland County planning.

With everyone heard who wished to be heard, Chair Ferris moved to the Board Discussion.
Member Harrington would like to see the traffic study. She is concerned about traffic at certain times of the day and would like some clarification. Member Pollak asked if signage will be covered by another application because of the Village codes. The Board will wait for the traffic study before approval of the site plan.  
This being an unlisted action. Member Harrington made a motion for the Planning Board to declare itself as the lead agency for the SEQRA. The motion was seconded by Member Pollak, with the vote recorded as follows:
