Trustee McGrath wanted to thank Andrew for the success of the Egg Hunt and is looking forward to the summer events.
Trustee Slack was asked by Phil if the flags on 281 be reduced to every other pole since many of the flags need replacing.  Kevin would like to keep it as is and find the funding to replace any tattered flags.
Trustee Clune would like to welcome the new Account Clerk, Aisa Stauber.   He spoke to Phil about the water that is pooling at the Community Building and the DPW is working on clearing it up.  Pat is looking at a tree grant funding to cover planting and removal of trees in the Village.  Jack McNerney from Cortlandville has been involved in a dog park committee and would like to get the Village involved. Cortlandville has done research, but they do not have the land.  Completion of dam project has been slowed because it has gone back to the Corps of Engineers.  
Questions from the Media: 
Margaret wanted to know what is the “O&E” in the water pump discussion. The answer is Owner & Engineer.  She wanted to know how the bond works.  It is a short-term loan and will be repaid when the Village gets funding.  Margaret got paperwork on the cost of the water tank.
