Privilege of the Floor: Nothing at this time.
New Business: Tom Kile would like to have the Brockway Show in Homer on the second Saturday of August if the Board approves. Tom asked if the Village could supply picnic tables and or tables and chairs. The Mayor asked that a reminder be given to the group that there is not to be any beer on the Green.  The Brockway preservation group would like to continue having the show in Homer. The parking for the show is being worked out between the Village and the show participants. Cindy Stoker asked the Board to use the motel parking, Linear Park, lot for the 50th Anniversary Reunion of the 7-Valley Street Rods on August 18th.
Grant Update: Dan gave an update on the CDGB grant money for pump station work and water tank funding. The Village would like to have G&G help get the funding for these projects. On Motion by Trustee Finkbeiner, to approve G&G as the grant writer for the two applications, Seconded by Trustee Clune– all ayes.
On Motion by Trustee Slack, to give $1,000.00 to assist the Farmers Market program, Seconded by Trustee McGrath– all ayes.
Amnesty Day: The date has been changed to April 20th from 8:00 am to 4 pm.
On Motion by Trustee Finkbeiner, to approve the budget adjustments as written, Seconded by Trustee Clune– all ayes.
Attorney: no comment at this time.
Comments by Board Members: 
Trustee Finkbeiner wants to remind the Board needs to revisit items that need to be finalized such as the sign ordinance and the stop sign on Hooker Road. He would also like to get good dirt in the raised beds at the Community Gardens before the season starts, the boxes need it. Looking forward to the DRI coming through.
Trustee McGrath no comment at this time.
Trustee Clune reminded Ed that there is soil at the compost site to form a good base in the Community Garden raised beds before it is topped with good soil. Wants to remind residents the Newton Water Works has a survey to complete for the state and will need to inspect water pipe connections. They are starting with Cayuga St. and Clinton St.
Trustee Slack would like to know if the Village is getting glasses for the eclipse. The Board believes there are plenty of places to get glasses. There are residents with concerns about the safety of the Contento property since the last testing was done ten years ago. The Village should do its due diligence testing the soil again and check the bridge for safety. 
Questions from the Media: 
Margaret wanted to know what it means to have the Brockway show to Homer. The Boards all agree it brings many people from all over to this Village, the origin of Brockway. She asked Tom what is the number of trucks that come. The number is 140 and continues to grow since Homer has hosted the show.
