Privilege of the Floor: Reed Cleland wanted to congratulate Homer resident Patty Shape who is the new Department Director for Mental Health. He also had news that the Agricultural Planning Environment Committee will be having a public hearing for the Cortland County Strategic Plan on November 21, 2024, at 6:00 in the Legislator Chambers. The Committee is looking for any public comments at the public hearing with a final vote for the Strategic Plan in December. Reed as the District 10 Legislator wanted to inform the Village of Homer Board that recent sales tax negotiation at this time does not have his vote. The Mayor was happy to see Reed in person and addressing the Board on the subject. 
Whitney Hargett wanted to let the residents know that the Senator is aware of the situation in the Village with sales tax distribution and is asking for support of bill S770 which would increase the amount of State Municipal Aid to Local Governments.

Trustee Clune just a reminder it is illegal to post signs on utility poles. The Water Department is asking for patience from residents near Warren St. and Clinton St, due to the problems they are encountering as they continue to work.
