Cortland County Legislature Sales Tax Proposal will reduce the distribution of sales tax money to the Village. The Mayor and many other municipalities are not happy with the reduction. The Village has the choice of raising taxes by 40% or cutting programs such as garbage service, Recreational Department and the Police Department. The amount of funds cannot be made up through small budget adjustments. There will be a meeting, September 16th, with the County and other municipalities to ask the County to fix their budget. The County is heavy in spending for employee benefits, the landfill and Senior services.

Trustee Slack would like to have the DPW remove the hanging baskets from Main St. and boxes.
Trustee Clune, the radio station WHXC is asking if the Village would like to continue “Happening in the Homer” radio segments.  Think about a Fall Amnesty date. Phil needs to fix a low spot in the sidewalk that leads to the Community Building and pools when it rains before voting this November. Asking the Board to review the proposed LED sign law for discussion. Codes are final and sent out for supplemental cost. The concrete pad for the Living History Museum tank been poured and is curing.  911 Memorial Ceremony will be at the Fire House at 6:00.  Chief Pitman asked that residents to come see the plaque with all the names of those that were lost on 911.
On Motion by Trustee Clune, authorize the Mayor to continue “Happening in Homer” agreement for a year with WHXC, Seconded by Trustee Slack – all ayes.
