Chairman Don Ferris called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
Family Health Network, Applicant/Reputed Owner – 85 South West St.- TM #76.32-01-06.000–ID: Zoned B-3, R-1 District. Site Plan Review. Chair Ferris reviewed the questions/concerns raised from previous meetings with Tim Buhl ‘s response.  The site is for local traffic and when a tractor trailer uses the area it is satisfactory. The slope protection has met the standard and is considered satisfactory.  The Board would like to have the details and design of the wall not left to the contractor. Kevin McMahon asked that the retaining wall be designed by an independent engineer to make sure the wall will look appropriate for the Village and do the job it is designed for. Tim Buhl questioned if there is an archeological study done and would like to see the documentation. Rod Ives had a letter from 2004 that a phase 1 and 2 study was completed when the administration building was built stating the area was cleared.  DOT has been contacted about the storm water questions and Rod is waiting for any recommendations.  Tim recommends approval of the plans with the stipulation that further testing be done if needed to finalize the wall design.  Kevin assured the Board that the project can go forward. If adjustments need to be made the project will be stopped and engineers will be brought in to make the needed adjustments. The Board wants to see the final renditions of the retaining wall, the storm water questions answered and traffic study (TIS) from DOT. There are morning and afternoon traffic studies to show that the level of service is within the standards.  
Member Harrington made a motion for a negative declaration on the environmental impact, was seconded by Member Pollak, with the vote recorded as follows:
