Trustee Clune wants the Board to know that the Police Chief has grant money for a simulator but will need a short-term loan to purchase it. The LOSAP passed with 1249 ayes and 275 no and thanks the residents for the approval and the final plans will be worked out. The budgets for the Village Departments for next year will be worked on and meetings will follow.  
There is thought that the Village buy an outdoor television as a demonstration and set up at the Center for the Arts to see if this may be a solution to the LED sign situation. Trustee McGrath would like to have the Center’s opinion on the size. The Board wants residents to know that this is not a policy change to the moratorium. On Motion by Trustee Finkbeiner, to purchase an outdoor television and accessories not to exceed $3,500.00 once three prices have been acquired, Seconded by Trustee Clune – all ayes.
