RESOLUTION DECLARING THREE PARCELS OF REAL PROPERTY OWNED BY THE

VILLAGE OF HOMER AS MUNICIPAL PARKLAND
WHEREAS, that Village of Homer (Village) applied for financial assistance from the New York State

Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation (OPRHP) under the Title 9 of the Environmental

Protection Act of 1993, for the purpose of funding the Route 11 Corridor Acquisition of Real Property

Grant (Grant); and
WHEREAS, said Real Property consists of Tax Parcels: Parcel 1- 76.57-01-03.00, Parcel 2- 76.57-01-

04.00 and Parcel 3-76.57-01-06.00/76.15-01.29.00; and
WHEREAS, OPRHP, as a condition for Grant reimbursement, requests that said Real Property be

designated Municipal Parkland per Cortland County Tax Rolls; and
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village Board hereby authorizes and directs the Assessor to re-classify Real Property, owned by the Village of Homer,

consisting of Tax Parcels: Parcel 1- 76.57-01-03.00, Parcel 2- 76.57-01-04.00 and Parcel 3-76.57-01-

06.00/76.15-01.29.00, as Municipal

Parkland per Cortland County Tax Rolls in order to seek reimbursement of the OPRHP Grant; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately
Attorney: Linear Park is moving forward. The Village has the title policy for IDA property and the title needs more work to be finished.
Comments by Board Members: 
Trustee Finkbeiner wants the Board to look at the Local Government Efficiency Grant information for the purchases of garbage trucks at a savings of possible $100,000.00 for the Village. The outdoor TV screens go for $3,000-9,000. Amazon has one for under $1,900.00 to demo. The River Trail is still waiting for a response.
Trustee Slack asked if cutting back on recycling pickups from every week to every other week with savings of 25%. Mayor asked if Syracuse Haulers would amend the contract.
Trustee McGrath nothing at this time.
Trustee Clune there is talk about a one-day budget meeting. The Board likes the idea and would like to try for December 7th. 
Dan reminded the Board that Planning and ZBA have meetings December 4th and 5th at 6:30. The Organizational Book meeting will be at the same time as the next Board meeting on December 10th.
